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Quota (25%): Under the rules of the RTE Act 2009, 25% of seats must
ol children from weaker sections. The Government reserves the right
children in schools coming under the ambit of RTE.
[The Government has formulated rules to facilitate the enrolment of
children in schools located in their neighbourhood; accordingly, if Government or
Government-aided educational institutions are available, children shall be enrolled

In the absence of such options, private schools must admit the children
enrolled by the Government and provide them the opportunity to continue their
education until the primary stage. These children must be allowed to continue
their studies without any discrimination.

Reimbursement: As explained in Clause 3, the Government will release
the fees for children enrolled under the RTE rules as per the norms. Therefore,
the school is prohibited from collecting any fees from these children.

Prohibition of Capitation Fee: The school and the School Management
Committee are prohibited from collecting any kind of capitation fee or
"voluntary" donations from parents, either at the time of admission or at any later
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Fee Disclosure: The school/Management shall publish information regarding
the fees fixed by them on the school notice board, the school website, and the
SATS (Student Achievement Tracking System) portal, as per Section 2B of
the RTE Act. Fees in excess of the prescribed amount shall not be collected.
Admission Period: The school/Management shall conduct student admissions
only within the time period prescribed by the Government.
Non-Discrimination in Admission: The school/Management shall not deny
admission based on the following:

(i) Lack of proof of age.

(ii) On the basis of caste, religion, place of birth, or language.
(iiii) If admission is sought after the prescribed admission period.

Safety Measures: All safety measures must be implemented as per the RTE
Act and Rules, and the Karnataka Education Act and Rules. [This includes
obtaining Fire Safety and Building Safety certificates from the concerned
authorities, and ensuring Child Learning Safety as per the guidelines of

'KSCPCR (Kamataka State Commission for Protection of Child Rights) and

NCPCR (National Commission for Protection of Child Rights). ]
